Materials and Prep
Blank paper
Colored pencils or markers

Activities
Character Creation: Think of a main character for your story. Draw and describe this
character in detail. What are their special powers or skills?
Setting Exploration: Imagine where your story will take place. Draw a picture of this setting
and write a few sentences describing it.
Plot Planning: Create a simple outline for your story. What will happen at the beginning,
middle, and end? Write down the key events.
Dialogue Practice: Write a conversation between two characters in your story. Think about
how they would speak and what they would say to each other.
Illustration Fun: Choose a scene from your story and illustrate it. Let your imagination run
wild!

What exciting events will
happen in your story to keep the readers hooked?"
