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Objective
By the end of this lesson, you will be able to identify and describe flags of different countries around
the world.

Materials and Prep
Materials needed: paper, colored pencils, markers

Activities
Design Your Own Flag: Create a flag that represents you using colors and symbols that are
meaningful to you.
Flag Match-Up: Match flags to their respective countries. You can research online or use an
atlas for help.
Flag Trivia: Create a quiz with questions about different flags and challenge a family member
to test their knowledge.

Talking Points
Art: "Art is a way to express ideas and feelings through colors and shapes."
English: "Language helps us communicate with people from different countries."
History: "History teaches us about the past and how things have changed over time."
Art: Useful phrase - "I like to use different colors to make my drawings stand out."
English: Useful phrase - "Can you help me pronounce the name of this country correctly?"
History: Useful phrase - "Tell me more about why this flag is important to your country."
